ALL ABOARD AT THE CALIFORNIA STATE RAILROAD MUSEUM

Located at Old Sacramento State Historic Park, the California State Railroad Museum is a world renowned
attraction that pays tribute to the historical significance of the role railroads have played in shaping California
and connecting this Golden State to the rest of the United States.

21 lavishly restored locomotives and cars, some dating back to 1863, are highlighted in the museum along with a
full scale diorama of an 1860s construction site high in the Sierra Nevada mountains. Also to be found are exhibits
highlighting the diversity of the railroad workforce, and America’s most comprehensive Toy Train exhibit.

Weekends April through September, take a ride behind an authentic steam locomotive in Old Sacramento.
Climb aboard the Museum’s Sacramento Southern Railroad and enjoy a relaxing 40-minute, 6-mile roundtrip
ride along the levees of the Sacramento River. Experience the sights, smells, and sounds of a real, working steam
locomotive as it pulls vintage passenger coaches and converted freight cars.

Remember to purchase a souvenir at the Museum Store and tour nearby Old Sacramento SHP (within walking
distance) after your visit. This Museum offers something for everyone, both young and old alike. And it’s open
daily (except Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Year’s Day), no matter what the weather. All Aboard!

The California State Railroad Museum

Widely regarded as North Americas finest and
most visited railroad museum, the California
State Railroad Museum and its Museum Store are
located at the corner of 2nd and I Streets in Old
Sacramento. Open every day from 10am to 5pm
(except Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Years' Day),
the Museum is operated by California State Parks
with assistance from the California State Railroad
Museum Foundation.

There is much to see and experience, and two hours
are suggested to tour the Railroad Museum’s many
displays, artworks, and exhibits. Guests can even climb
aboard some of the exhibits for a closer look! Among
these are a sleeping car that gently rocks through the
night, a 1930s dining car filled with railroad china, and
a million-pound steam locomotive with the cab open
for your inspection!

In addition to the trains themselves, a variety of
paintings, promotional posters, even railroad station
benches and chandeliers are on display at the Museum.
Recent permanent additions include “Small Wonders,”

Americas most comprehensive toy train exhibit, and
the fabled “Lost Spike,” a near-identical twin to the
golden spike of Transcontinental Railroad fame.
Every day, guests can expect to find knowledgeable,
uniformed docents throughout the Museum, ready to
answer questions and discuss the magic of railroading.

Every Saturday and Sunday, April-September, climb
aboard the Museum’s Sacramento Southern Railroad
for a ride behind a real steam locomotive! Trains depart
on-the-hour 11am to 5pm from the Central Pacific
Freight Depot and Public Market in Old Sacramento,
just two blocks from the Railroad Museum. The six-
mile, 40-minute roundtrip ride follows the levees of
the Sacramento River. The Museum also hosts a wide
variety of temporary exhibitions and special events
throughout the year.
