The Northern California PCC’s, (Sacramento, Bay-Valley, San Francisco and North Valley PCC’s) are co-sponsoring a National PCC Day event on, Wednesday September 15, 2010.  This premier event will be held at the Gaia Napa Valley Hotel and Spa, centrally located in American Canyon California.  National PCC Day will include a live video broadcast of Postmaster General Jack Potter from Portland OR.    In addition to the video presentation, the event will feature educational seminars, a large vendor area, and lunch. We are very fortunate to have as our guest speaker, Steven Forte, Senior Vice President, Operations, USPS Headquarters.  Mr. Forte reports to the Deputy Postmaster General and Chief Operating Office.  He is responsible for the Postal Service’s engineering, facilities, network operations management, and delivery and post office operations.  
Our theme is “PCCs = California Gold”.  We will host four seminars, (1) Best Kept Secrets of the NCSC (National Customer Service Center) {new} (2) Business Customer Gateway, {new} (3) Non-Profit mailing seminar and (Intelligent Mail Barcode, Full Service.    

In addition to the seminars, we plan one session of facilitated “round-table” discussions – for customers to network and have focused discussions on critical issues facing mailers today.  Round-table discussions were very popular at the last two National Postal Forums.  The topics for the round tables include, Nonprofit Mailing, Implementing Full Service IMB, Mail Center Operations, and Flat Mailing Requirements.  Vendors can also participate in the Round-table discussion.  We welcome your suggestions for round table topics. Vendor participation will be a key component of this event.  We anticipate approximately 200 participants from Sacramento, Oakland, San Francisco, San Jose, and Chico area.  Our schedule includes a significant amount of time devoted to networking and vendor time.  We will be advertising heavily in the BMEU’s, to small businesses, as well as to the membership of the sponsoring PCCs – Sacramento, Bay-Valley, San Francisco and North Valley.  In recognition of the economic realities, we are committed to keeping both participant and vendor registration costs competitive.  
Vendor participation would allow a vendor to set up tabletop display and small equipment; electrical is available.  Vendors may be allowed to set up the evening prior, details of set up will be provided with your registration confirmation.  We are offering vendor space at $199; this includes a 6’ table in the vendor area.  Locations will be assigned on a first paid, first reserved basis. Because of the space limitations, we can only allow three tables together for any one vendor.  If you want more than three tables, please note that they may not be all together.   To assist in participant’s exposure to all vendors, each participant will receive a “Gold Map” identifying each vendor as a “Gold Mine”.  Once the participant has visited every “Gold Mine” on the map, the completed maps will be used for the closing drawing for raffle prizes.  
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Vendor registration will include one full participant registration in the seminar.  Additional participants that would be having food service and participating in the breakout sessions must register as individual participants.

In addition, each vendor contributes a gift for the closing raffle.  All raffle donations identified prior to the event, will be noted in the PCC newsletter and at the event on signboards and program flyers.
